Following the publication of the Cabinet Office report  “Transformational Government – Enabled by Technology“  EURIM's Successful Delivery Working Group has changed its focus for 2006 to Transformational Government.

 

This major Government initiative, strongly supported by both Treasury and Cabinet Office, presents several major challenges, which EURIM is particularly well-placed to help tackle. These include:

· Convincing industry – and many parliamentarians – that e-Government can actually achieve fundamental improvements in service delivery to the citizen. 

· Making sure that the citizen is at the centre of the agenda – delivering to those who are most in need of the services that are being transformed – i.e. ensuring that the transformational government policy stream is explicitly linked to the wider digital inclusion agenda.

We will start by addressing the first point and our approach will be to explore two interlinked aspects of successful delivery that are considered prerequisites for government to exploit the full potential of electronic service delivery, improve efficiency and achieve the service transformation for the citizen that is the ultimate objective.  These are Shared Services and Data Sharing.  EURIM's Personal Identity working group is already addressing the data sharing aspects of Transformational Government so one objective of this group will be to look at Shared Services. We will start by identifying successful case studies of the delivery of shared services across authorities, departments and agencies which we will use to demonstrate that organisations can co-operate successfully and help build confidence among politicians and industry that transformational government can indeed be a reality. 
 
The group will also work on the second major issue - ensuring that the two policy streams of Transformational Government and Social Inclusion are explicitly linked and do not operate as parallel streams.
 
This first meeting will be a planning meeting to ratify these objectives, explore the issues, agree priorities and allocate responsibilities. Margaret Moran MP has kindly agreed to chair the session.
