EURIM Transformational Government Dialogues

Call for Submissions 

18th July 2007, 13.00 – 14.00, Room Q, Portcullis House, 

Palace of Westminster  

The Transformational Government agenda is the most radical attempt to change the way that UK public services are delivered for many years. The objectives have support from across the political spectrum but implementation will present profound cultural and practical challenges, for politicians and suppliers as well as for ministers and officials.

After the Comprehensive spending review is published in October, with its cross cutting public service agreements, there will be much debate over how best to turn targets into reality as central and local government departments and agencies work on their responses. 

EURIM, which brings together Politicians, Officials and Industry to set the agenda for the creation of a wealth creating and socially inclusive Information Society, is therefore organising a programme of “political dialogues” to help inform that debate - by publicising good practice in three of the areas that are expected to cause the most difficulty:

· the means of delivering genuinely socially inclusive services, given that parts of society are best reached by very different channels and that those in most need of support are least likely to be reached via the current generation of on-line services, public or private. 

· the challenges of organising delivery partnerships that really do cross the barriers between the public, private and voluntary/community sectors as opposed to dominant players trying to coerce others into adopting their pattern of working.

· the democratisation of delivery, ensuring that consultations really do involve those most affected, the recipients and those who inter-act directly with them. But we also need to ensure that subsequent performance monitoring is based on their experience of what is actually delivered and their changing priorities for improvement.

On the 18th July, Margaret Moran MP, chair of EURIM, will announce the call for “evidence” and will be available to answer questions from 13.00 - 14.00 in Room Q of Portcullis House.

Those who have already agreed to provide “evidence” include Sir David Varney, John Suffolk (the Government CIO) and Matthew Taylor (now Chief Executive of the Royal Society of Arts) and a Local Authorities and Citizens’ Advice Bureaux. 

The participating Members of Parliament include Tim Boswell MP, Syed Kamall MEP, Margaret Moran MP, Rt Hon Alun Michael MP, Lord O’Neill, Mark Todd MP, Derek Wyatt MP. 
The exercise is being supported with funding and logistics by the corporate and associate membership of EURIM. The latter include not-for-profits, trade associations and professional bodies as well as suppliers and users of ICT-related products and services.
